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What is the GHDx Center?

The Center for Point-of-Care Diagnostics for Global
Health (GHDx Center) works to improve the availability,
accessibility, and affordability of essential point-of-care
diagnostic tests for use in low-resource settings around the
world.

The GHDx Center focuses on four core activities:
e  Clinical needs assessments
e  Supporting exploratory technology projects

e Clinical testing of prototype point-of-care
diagnostics

e Training on the clinical realities of designing
point-of-care products for low-resource settings

In low-resource settings, where many diagnostic tests are
difficult to perform and laboratories are often inaccessible,
there is a great opportunity to make significant
improvements to global health. Effective diagnosis at, or
near, the point of care enables better application of
available treatment, avoids overuse of antibiotics (which
can promote resistant strains of pathogen), and allows
health care workers to track outbreaks and mobilize
resources quickly. The GHDx Center focuses on increasing
the clinical effectiveness and affordability of tests and on
bringing tests closer to patients in low-resource settings.
